Your child’s answers are important

children were seldom given a say but since 2001 we have conducted a separate interview
with children in addition to the interview with the parent.

The interview with the child/young person gives them a chance to answer questions about
their everyday lives. We ask about school, leisure time, health, friends and other relationships.

While the Living Conditions Survey of Children is a separate survey some of your answers
and information from registers at Statistics Sweden will be added to the answers of the child.
When the information from the parents and the child are combined, all information about
identity will be removed from the Living Conditions Survey of Children.
